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CONTINUITY IN NEPAL

“Then after some days Paul said to
Barnabas, ‘Let us now go back and visit our
brethren in every city where we have preached
the word of the Lord, and see how they are
doing’” (Acts 15:36).

I have now visited the small town of
Sybru Bensi, Nepal at least 7 times since 1994.
On three of those occasions I have gone on
from there to trek into the mountain districts of
Rasuwa and Dhading to visit and preach
among churches there. The other trips were to
conduct seminars for preachers and leaders
from those same churches who came to meet
me at Sybru, which is at the end of the road
going up to those districts. Having them meet
me there maximizes my time with them, since
they can travel the mountain trails much more
rapidly than I can.

Brother Linjing Tamang is a leader of the
church in the village of Dal Phedi, only about
an hour from the border of China. I visited Dal
on my first trek in *94, staying in his home. He
has attended each of the seminars held in
Sybru, including the most recent one in Octo-
ber, 2010. When I greeted him this past fall I
asked him about a picture I had taken in *94.
He has a copy of that picture, which was of a
young girl sifting grain. I asked him who she
was. He replied, “She is my oldest daughter.”
She is now grown and married, with three
children, and is a faithful member of the Lord’s
Church in Dal Phedi.

Repeated visits to the same locations

continue in a great Biblical tradition. The
apostle Paul began his second and third
missionary journeys by revisiting the churches
established on the first (Acts 15:36; 18:23).
Such follow-up visits have multiple purposes
and great value. These include:

» Showing concern and love for the churches
and their members (Acts 15:36; 3 Jn 2-4)

* Helping mature Christians through continual
teaching (Matt 28:19-20; Acts 2:42)

* Supporting evangelism of the area from and
by the established congregations (Acts 19:10)
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
